MAINTENANCE

General

Your Series 1100 Subsociler is shipped in bundles for
assembly. Remove all wiring from bundles as they are
called for, Choose a level area to amange the parls
convenlently. Assemble paris for each slep laosely to
insure fit, Use flatwashers with slottad holes. Always use
lockwashers unless a lock nut is called for. Tighten
hardware after parts are installed according to the
torque chart givan, Unless othenvise slated, all hard-
ware is grade 5. The following assembly steps are given
to minimize the nead lor adjustment after assembly.
Remember that LEFT and RIGHT are determined by
standing at the rear of the implemeny and facing it.

Before Each Use
1} Check over entire implement fot missing or wom
parts. Make necessary repairs before going to the field.

2) Check to see that all hardware is in place and tight.



ATTACHING

1) Align lower link arms of three point hitch with link
pins on Subsoiler. Aftach link arms and secure with
click pins. Inslall top link between tractor and bracket
on Subsoiler. Use a suitable pin to altach top link to
Subsoiler and secure with click pin.

2) Adjust top link to desired position for maximum
performance of Subsoeiler.

STORAGE

1) Slore uni under shelter from wealher.

2) For periods of long storage, coat point and other
soil engaging surlaces with oil to prevent rusting.

3) Support with stand to relisve welght {rom Subsoeller.

4) Relieve pressure from hydraulic lift before discon-
necting from tracter.
